Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Lynch and seconded by Mr Tallyn.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) Milton Road Liveability Project: It is understood that Hampshire County Council now has sufficient monies to resurface the road and add an anti skid surface. Mr Lynch will contact the Highways Department to ascertain when this work will be carried out and the project completed. It was understood that the original project manager had now left.

b) MUGA: Mr Tallyn reported that the work was still on going with drainage still causing problems. The Waterlooville Cricket Club now plays at East Meon.

c) Waterlooville Music Festival: Mrs Tallyn said that the Music Festival had been excellent, well organized and the publicity was good for the Borough. She suggested that a letter expressing our appreciation should be sent to the organizers. A date for 2009 had already been confirmed.

d) MDA: Mrs Rea spoke about the outcome of the meetings held on 16 and 17 June. These meetings are more fully covered in Appendix A and B of the minutes 18 June 2008. Mr Jones raised the question as to which Borough would be using the Social Housing allocation of the MDA and Mrs Rea said she would raise this matter at the next West Of Waterlooville Forum meeting.

Padnell Grange: The development proposal is on going. Margaret Barnes, the Chair of the Northern Community Board has been invited to speak at the next meeting to be held on 7 July at 07.30 at the Acorn Centre.

Correspondence

Mrs Matthews referred to a letter of thanks from the Rowans’ Hospice for the donation in memory of Joe Hayter.

Any Other Business

a) Mrs Poynter expressed her concern at the proposal to build on Jubilee Park (Waterlooville Recreation Ground). Mrs Rea read out the Covenant report, (Appendix C Minutes 18 June 2008). It was thought there were five other covenants relating to the area. Mrs Rea reported that at the South Of Waterlooville Community Board meeting, Mr Vince, the Environment Quality Manager of Havant Borough Council, reported Jubilee Park would be the premier park in the Havant and Waterlooville area and was aware of the Covenant covering the area.

b) Mr Tallyn asked what, was happening to the A3 Bus Corridor between Cowplain and Highfield Avenue. Mr Pink had approached Mr Cheal, the engineer in charge at Dyer & Butler, who confirmed that the problems with road surface were known and were being addressed. 

c) Change of date for Public Meetings: It had been suggested that moving the date of these meetings from the first to the second Thursday of the month could encourage wider attendance as residents’ would have received their Ratepayer Magazine in time for the meeting. Mr Brown said that at the time of attending this meeting, he had yet to receive his copy. The idea met with a good response and it was agreed to implement it from 2009.

Mr Moore raised the problem of overgrown public footpaths in the Crookhorn area, which were agreed to come under the jurisdiction of Portsmouth City Council.
