Minutes

The minutes of the last Annual General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Tallyn and seconded by Mr Lynch.

Matters Arising From Minutes
a) Exhibition At Waterlooville Library: Mr Pink thanked Mr Foyle for his organization of the Exhibition and also expressed his thanks to everyone who had helped during the period of the display.
b)
34 Milton Road: Although Havant Borough Council had been approached on many occasions, it was felt that little help was likely to be forthcoming. After considerable discussion, it was agreed that the Medical Officer Of Health or an equivalent functionary should be contacted. Mr Foyle also suggested that a reduction in Council Tax would be appropriate due to the loss of garden amenities for the affected households. At the end of the meeting, Mr Moore played a tape recording of noise emanating from the factory.

c)
Waterlooville Town Centre Liveability Project: The improvement at the northern end of the town, near MacDonald’s and The Hero’s Public House had been delayed until, at least July/August 2008

MUGA: Mr Tallyn confirmed that the drainage scheme and the nature area had been completed.

Chairman’s Report

This was published in the March edition of the Ratepayer Magazine. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Jones and seconded by Mr Chedzey.

Treasurer’s Report

Mr Chedzey reported that the increase in Secretarial Expenses was due to the costs incurred during the 60thAnniversary of the Residents’ Association. There had been a £35.00 increase in Member subscriptions. It was generally agreed that more Members were needed and a larger, more prominent membership form for the Magazine was already being prepared. Acceptance of the Treasurer’s Report was proposed by Mr Lynch and seconded by Mr Jones. On behalf of the Members, Mr Pink expressed his thanks to Mr Chedzey.

Ratepayer Magazine Accounts

Mr Lynch reported that twenty-five potential advertisers were awaiting space. The refund to advertisers had been caused by a printer’s error, which resulted in reduced fees being offered by way of recompense. As the Residents’ Association’s Constitution had been changed, he had written to the Inland Revenue, as requested by them, but had received no reply. Acceptance of the Accounts was proposed by Mr Chedzey and seconded by Mrs Rea. On behalf of the Members, Mr Pink expressed his thanks to Mr Lynch and Mr Droney.

Ratepayer Magazine

My Lynch reported that 9,100 Magazines were printed each month and there was plenty of material for future issues. In response to a question, he said he had received very little feedback from the public regarding the name ‘The Ratepayer’ and it was generally thought that it should remain unchanged. Minor changes had been made to the layout such as substituting graphics for the word ‘telephone’ and slight font changes. Mr Brown, the IT Manager had in hand several ideas to improve the look of the online website.

Election Of Officers, Committee Members and Appointees

Mr Foyle took the Chair for the Election of the Chairman. Mr Pink was unanimously re-elected and resumed the Chair.
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Planning Applications

a)
Padnell Grange: Havant Borough Council had received consultation proposals for a ninety-six home development. Mr Pink had been invited, as a speaker, to attend the Consultation Forum to be held on 20 March at the Civic Centre. He also undertook to speak to residents in Cherry Tree Avenue and Greenfield Crescent who will be most affected by the Development.

Padnell Road Surgery: An exhibition had been held showing the proposed design which was generally considered to be out of keeping with the area.

c)
1 Hart Plain Avenue: A letter of objection had been sent with regard to the proposed development and an acknowledgement had been received.

The Mayor’s Charities

A Classic Vehicle run was being held on 13 March with the vehicles on display at the starting point in the Civic Centre car park and the finishing point at the Hayling Island Lifeboat Station.

On 14 March, a Horse Race Night is to be held at the Civic Offices.

Any Other Business

a)
Miss Rozzell relayed Mrs Smith from PAWRA’s request that any aluminium foil or unwanted mobile phones be delivered to Christchurch Church, Portsdown. 

Miss Rozzell has also written to Councillor West regarding the inaccessibility to the disabled of the buses on Route 37. Her letter has been acknowledged but she has as yet received no reply.

b)
Miss Rozzell had contacted South West Trains Regional Office at Southampton regarding the lack of publicity given to the Petersfield Rail Link. The reply said that the service was publicised via their web site, and fliers had been sent out with bus timetables. Publicity had also been given via the media and at the railway station.

c)
Mr Brown noted that on London Road, near the new Causeway junction, traffic directional signs are masked by the bus stop. Cars exiting Catherington Lane are subject to long delays and it was felt that the phasing of the traffic lights was poor.

d)
Mrs Tallyn reported the light illuminating the Lidl’s loading bay affects passing traffic and Mr Pink undertook to contact Lidl’s manager. As part of the ongoing discussion, Mr Pink reported that trees on the ASDA roundabout near Waterlooville had been removed. However trees, which had been planted to mask the reflected glare from the Marconi building, are unlikely to be felled.

e)
Mrs Rea requested clarification of the venue of the next Waterlooville South Community Board. This was confirmed as being at Springwood.

f)
Mr Brown asked if the Residents’ Association had any views on the reservoir in Havant Thicket. Mr Pink replied he was going to view the exhibition to be held at Barton’s Cross.

g)
Mr Foyle reported that chewing gum is finally being removed from pavements in Waterlooville but he still sees bicycles being ridden in the Precinct. Despite both being offences, there are insufficient Police Community Support Officers available to prevent this happening..
