Minutes Of The General Meeting Held At W.A.C.A. on Thursday 8 October 2009 commencing 7.30pm.

Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Field and seconded by Mr Moore.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) MDA: Mr Pink gave brief details of the meeting he attended in August. Concerns were raised about the cemetery location, its access and the level of the water table. The economic recession has had an impact on the proposed building timetable but when built, the Housing Register would be drawn from Havant Borough Council, East Hampshire Council and Winchester City Council and people from the Portsmouth area would not be included.
b) A3 Bus Priority Corridor: Mr Pink read out a letter, sent on 23 September to Councillor Keast. No reply had as yet been received. Councillor Bastin expressed his personal view that the entire scheme was a waste of money and he had observed, on several occasions buses travelling outside the bus lanes as they lacked the necessary attachment to trigger the traffic lights.

c) Rockville Drive Stream: Mr Field undertook to contact Mr Pink prior to the next Waterlooville South Community Board Meeting and, if the rubbish had still not been removed, Mr Pink would speak to Mr Pinwell, the Environmental Ranger.

d) 34 Milton Road: Mr Moore said that there had been no further developments. Upon being appraised briefly of the problem, Councillor Bastin said he would speak further to Mr Moore after the meeting.

Correspondence

Dog Fouling In The Durley Road Area: As the worst areas of fouling were adjacent to the PDSA building, Mr Pink had written expressing our concerns. New signs have now been fixed to the fence.

Mr Pink drew attention to events being held for the Mayor of Havant’s 2009/2010 Charity Fund Appeal. A Coffee Morning is to be held on 18 November, and a Call My Bluff Wine Tasting Event on 20 November.

A letter had been sent to Councillor Briggs expressing our concern regarding proposals that the Chief Executive of Havant Borough Council job shares with East Hampshire District Council. Councillor Briggs had expressed his intention to attend a future meeting to give fuller details.

Mr Pink had received invitations to attend the Local Development Framework Consultation from 30 October and Havant’s ‘Voice Your Choice’ at various dates and times around the Borough.

The Planning Applications were circulated.

In response to concerns raised at the last meeting, Mr Pink had written a letter to Havant Borough Council with regard to a request from the owners of South Africa Lodge to vary the conditions in their original application and accept people from the age of eighteen.

Waterlooville South Community Board Meeting 30 September

There has been a spate of vehicles being stolen and burnt in the Leigh Park and Cowplain areas. People cycling illegally in Waterlooville precinct are being targeted and fined and it has been noted that in some areas, cars have been observed using bus lanes. The new Waterlooville ‘Pillar’ feature is considered to be money misspent and the Community Board intend to obtain long-term views.

Any Other Business

a) Unsuitable Use Of Residential Properties: Mr Pink read out a letter sent to both Mr Dawes of Havant Borough Council and Councillor Keast. No replies have been received and several areas in the Borough were mentioned as being examples of this problem. Councillor Bastin said he would do what he could to alleviate this nuisance.

b) Councillor Bastin gave a brief resume of a number of improvements he is trying to implement. He would like to see all commercial vehicles banned from parking on residential roads at night and is also concerned with the dangers caused by large vehicles reversing on to public roads. He is also undertaking a study of the noise pollution caused by big bore exhausts and has been in contact with both Norfolk and West Yorkshire Constabulary.

There being no further business, the meeting concluded at 8.50pm.

Following the meeting, Councillor Bastin held, at the request of Mr Pink, private surgeries with two Members of the Residents’ Association.
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
