Minutes Of The General Meeting Held At C.A.C.A. on Thursday 8 December 2011 commencing 7.30pm.

Minutes

It was established that the recycling facilities mentioned in the West Of Waterlooville Forum paragraph would be ready for use in September 2012 and not October 2012. With this amendment, acceptance was proposed by Miss Rozzell and seconded by Mr Lynch.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) Paint Spraying And Noise In The Aston Road Industrial Units: Work still starts at unacceptably early hours and the residents concerned are still logging each incident.
b) Parking Outside The Ex Naval Houses In Lovedean Lane: Mr Pink read out the letter he had written on 21st November to Ms Green, the Team Leader of the parking enforcement officers. A reply has yet to be received.
c) Overhanging Vegetation In Stakes Hill Road And Broadlands Avenue: The vegetation has been cut back but still restricts use of the footway. Mr Pink undertook to write to Mr Pinwill, the Environmental Ranger.
d) Woodcroft Farm Development: A further meeting will be held at The Acorns in January. Full details of the date will be in the Ratepayer magazine.

e) Cycle Path On Milton Road Between Jubilee Road And The Marconi Roundabout: Mr Pink had written to Mr Dummer at Havant Borough Council but had received no reply.

f) Mr Pink again appealed for help with delivering the Ratepayer Magazines.
g) Mr Pink spoke about the pavement outside the Waterlooville Poundland which had been defaced by paint. The perpetrator had been caught and ordered to make restitution to the shops he had damaged. Mr Pink had sent an email to Councillor Hunt advising him of this and suggesting that he should also be made to pay for costs involved in cleaning the pavement.

h) Litter Problems In Lovedean Lane And Gladys Avenue. Miss Rozzell had reported excessive littering in this area and at the entrance to the woodland. She had written to the Council and litter was being cleared on a more regular basis. However, the promised bins have yet to be provided.

i) Leylandi Trees In Lovedean Lane. Mr Pink had written to Mr Gargett, the Tree Warden at Havant Borough Council. No reply had been received and he undertook to write again, this time to Mr Pinwill the Environmental Ranger.

Any Other Business

Mr Hawkins drew attention to various problems in London Road, including parking on grass verges and leaf litter from the trees outside Green Haven Court. By the Cowplain shops he reported potholes in the footway near to the estate agent, and cars often parked in such a way as to obstruct the wheelchair ramp outside the co-op. The footway is also being used as a car park between the KFC outlet and the row of nearby cottages. Mr Pink undertook to write to Councillors Keast, Smallcorn and Briggs.
Mr Field questioned as why speed limits could not be painted on roads if signs were inappropriate. Mr Pink will request advice on this matter in his letter to the Councillors.
Mrs More reported that she had recently received a phone call trying to obtain her bank details. When she visited her bank she was told that several other people had been targeted. Mr Lynch will print an article in the Magazine giving details of the Telephone Preference Services.

Mrs More also spoke of the siting of salt boxes throughout the Borough. There are 200 boxes throughout Havant sited in strategic places. Mr Field wished to compliment the Council on their swift action to refill a box that he reported as being half empty.

Mr Tallyn also wished to compliment the local police. His neighbour saw a man behaving suspiciously by parked cars in the early hours of the morning. Police were called and responded promptly, making a thorough search of the area. The following day, residents received a letter alerting residents to the theft of copper piping locally.
Mr Green reported seeing large black rats on the bridleway at the end of the Padnell Road/Sheepwash Lane to the Waterlooville Golf Club stream. He was concerned that the infestation might spread to the gardens of the houses in Greenfield Crescent and had written to Havant Borough Council. Mr Pink undertook to write again to Havant Borough Council and copy the letter to the local Councillor.
Post Meeting Note. Concerned at the possibility of waterborne disease being spread to the golf course stream, the Hermitage stream or the lake in Leigh Park Gardens, Mr Pink phoned the Council. He was informed that the stream was not their responsibility and passed to Southern Water who said they could do nothing unless there was an incident emanating from a polluted stream. Concerned as to possible hazards, Mr Pink sent an email to Councillor Marjorie Smallcorn drawing her attention to the problem.
Mrs Jones expressed concern as to the parking problems at the junction of Cherrytree Avenue and Padnell Road. Mr Pink briefly apprised her of the on-going problems and the Council’s reluctance to act but will include comments in his letter.
Mr Jones drew attention to the danger of people parking on the brow of the hill in Greenfield Crescent, forcing cars into the middle road at a blind spot. Mr Pink undertook to include details of this problem in his letter.
Mr Moore reported excessive speed by riders testing motorbikes in the roads and car parks near the J & S motorcycle shop. He also complained of the lack of public toilet facilities in Jubilee Park and the wheelchair access ramp near Anders House being blocked by parked cars. Mr Pink will write to Councillor Buckley.
Mrs Painter complained of cars parking on the grass verges in Holman Close and suggested the installation of bollards might be appropriate. Mr Pink undertook to write to Councillors Keast, Smallcorn and Briggs. She also mentioned that children’s toys are left frequently scattered on the green area.
Mrs Chivers asked who owned the planted area outside Lidls and said in the absence of any other maintenance, she would be happy to weed the area.
Mr Chivers felt the raised area should be removed completely as it obscured the sightlines for vehicles exiting and entering Park Lane. Mr Pink will write include his concerns in his letter.
Mr Pink spoke of the Cowplain Family Surgery and reiterated that when their pharmacy opens, people are still entitled to take their prescriptions to the pharmacy of their choice. He has written on this matter as a private individual and his correspondence will be included in that presented to the Tribunal to be held in January.
There being no further business, the meeting concluded at 8.35 pm.
