Minutes Of The General Meeting Held At C.A.C.A. on Thursday 9 July 2009 commencing 7.30pm.

Before opening the Meeting, Mrs Rea introduced Ms Diane Hayes, the LEAD Project Outreach Worker from Hampshire County Council who had been invited to speak about the current Library situation in the Borough. She spoke of her commitment to bring Libraries into the community, and to achieve this; a 1.2 million pound lottery grant had been allocated. In the immediate area, libraries in Hayling Island, Leigh Park, and Havant have already been extensively refurbished and Waterlooville will be next. It is anticipated that it will be closed from December and until it reopens, extensive use of mobile libraries will be made.

On behalf of all present, Ms Hayes was thanked by Mrs Rea informative and interesting presentation.

Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Lynch and seconded by Mr Moore.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) MDA: Mrs Rea had received the minutes of the Southern Community Board meeting held on 27 May. It appears possible that the overall plan for the area may be re-examined by Winchester City Council. The next meeting, to be held at Deverell Hall on 3 August will cover various aspects of the development.
b) A3 Bus Priority Corridor: Mr Pink had sent, on 19 June, a further letter to Hampshire County Council regarding the on going problems. A letter of acknowledgement dated 25 June had been received, advising that the correspondence had been passed to Stuart Reynolds, the Assistant Director of Highways and Transportation.

c) Rockville Drive Stream: Mr Field reported that although undergrowth had been cut back, the rubbish had not been removed. Mrs Rea undertook to contact Mr Pinwell, the Environmental Ranger.

Community Board Meeting 24 June 2009

Mrs Rea spoke briefly detailing topics covered at the meeting. Throughout the area, the crime rate has risen and the state of the Curzon Rooms in Waterlooville Town Centre was deplored.

Any Other Business

a) Mr Lynch questioned the poor attendance at the Community Board meetings and suggested an item should be published in the Magazine detailing the function of the Boards.

b) Mr Moore is investigating the possibility of his and his neighbours property being assessed for ‘negative valuation’ due to the nuisance from the factory at the end of his garden.
