Acceptance was proposed by Mr Field and seconded by Mrs Rea.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) Paint Spraying And Noise In The Aston Road Industrial Units: Although Mr and Mrs Wakefield had hand delivered a letter to Councillor Buckley, they have received no reply and the situation is unchanged. A log is being kept of all incidents.
b) Parking Outside The Ex Naval Houses In Lovedean Lane: In November, Mr Pink had written to Ms Green, the Team Leader of the parking enforcement officers.  In her reply she advised that Enforcement Teams will make regular visits. Obstruction of sight lines by parked cars is a police matter although it will be of low priority.
c) Overhanging Vegetation In Stakes Hill Road And Broadlands Avenue: Although Mr Pink has written to Mr Pinwill, the Environmental Ranger he has not received a reply.
d) Woodcroft Farm Development: A further meeting will be held at The Acorns on 18th January.
e) Cycle Path On Milton Road Between Jubilee Road And The Marconi Roundabout: Mr Pink has still received no reply to his letter.

f) Mr Pink again appealed for help with delivering the Ratepayer Magazines.
g) Leylandi Trees In Lovedean Lane: Mr Pink had received from Havant Borough Council a pack detailing procedure in disputes concerning overhanging trees. The Council will only intervene as a final step after the complainant has contacted the tree owner. A fee of £270.00 is usually charged to cover costs.

h) Various Problems In Cowplain: At the December Meeting, several members of the Association had raised various issues. Mr Pink had written to Councillors Keast, Smallcorn and Briggs and had received a reply from Councillor Keast. The area near the KFC will be visited by the Enforcement Team in the evenings and at weekends and the bus shelter outside Green Haven Court will be cleared. The potholes in the footway near to the estate agents in Mission Lane will be infilled once ownership of Mission Lane has been established. and to prevent parking on the brow of the hill in Greenfield Crescent, double yellow lines will be painted in the new financial year. The foliage in the central reservation near Park Lane has been reported to the Highways Department and the footway obstruction outside the pet shop has been removed. The Enforcement Team will also monitor parking at the junction of Cherrytree Avenue and Padnell Road and the newly seeded verges in Holman Close will be examined. The pothole outside the Cowplain Activity Centre will be checked.
i) Inhurst Avenue: Following an incident, Mr Pink had written to the Chief Constable drawing his attention to the prompt response by the local constabulary and Safer Neighbourhood teams. A reply had been received thanking us for the positive feedback.

j) Cowplain Co-Op: Following the disabled access ramp being blocked by parked cars, Mr Pink had written to the Head Office. A reply had been received stating that all customer feedback is welcomed and a sign will be placed in an appropriate location to prevent a recurrence.

k) Lidl’s Car Park Access: Mr Pink had established that whilst the approach road to the car park is a private road, the double yellow lines are enforceable.
l) Rats On PadnellRoad/Sheepwash Lane Bridleway: Following Mr Pinks’ email and letter, he received a letter from Mr Moss, the Environmental Officer at Havant Borough Council requesting the exact location of the problem. Mr Pink had left a message giving fuller details.
m) Cowplain Family Surgery: A closed Tribunal is due to be held in January.

n) Jubilee Park, Lack Of Facilities and Access: Mr Pink had written on 15 December to Councillor Buckley deploring the lack of toilets near to the football pitch and also advising that the access for disabled people was frequently blocked by parked cars. A reply had yet to be received. Mr Pink will write to the Waterlooville Evening News highlighting the problem.

Post Meeting Note. As Councillor Buckley has been ill, Mr Pink has emailed Councillor Hunt who will investigate the problems at Aston Road, the overhanging vegetation in Stakes Hill road, the cycle path on Milton Road and the problems at Jubilee Park.
Correspondence
A leaflet had been received advertising the Mayor’s Charity Concert by the Highbury Area Band to be held in February at The Plaza. All proceeds will be divided amongst the Rowans Hospice at Home Appeal, and the Hampshire and Isle of Wight Air Ambulance

The Planning Applications were circulated.
Any Other Business

Mr Field asked if speed limits could be painted on roads if signs were inappropriate. Mr Pink undertook to contact the Council.

Mr Lynch confirmed that a Post Office in the Cost Cutter in Milton Road will open on 29th March.

Mr Griffiths thanked Mr Pink for his help. He had noticed that the Green Dragon public house had closed and had heard that Tesco’s was interested in the site. No planning application had been made but the situation will be monitored.

Mrs Wakefield had noted that work into MDA site access by the ASDA roundabout had started and then stopped. Mr Rea remarked that with the closure of the Community Boards, information was not as readily accessible as before.

Mr Foster has been in contact with Councillor Keast in an attempt to get the rubbish by the toilets in Mission Lane cleared. Uncertain ownership of the area is causing problems.

Mr Hawkins drew attention to dog fouling on both sides of London Road, Cowplain and the problems caused by a car parked on the brow of the hill in Sylvester Road. Mr Pink undertook to write to the Enforcement Officer.
Mr Moore spoke of inconsiderate parking in Durley Avenue on weekdays when the church runs a playgroup. Mr Pink undertook to write to Rev Phill Brown, the Pastor at Cowplain Evangelical Church.
Mr Pink said that he had been invited to take part in a workshop to select potential housing sites in the area. He had declined the invitation as he felt that a non-political organisation such as the Residents’ Association should not become involved and had notified the Committee of his decision.
Mr Pink said that the Evening News had reported that the 0845 4545 Police number was to be withdrawn, leaving only the 101 number for non-emergency calls.

There being no further business, the meeting concluded at 8.45 pm.
