Minutes

The minutes of the last Annual General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Tallyn and seconded by Mr Jones.

Matters Arising From Minutes
a)
34 Milton Road: A letter had been sent on 4 October to Ms Hopkins, the Managing Director of Havant Borough Council. She offered no further options to explore and said that the case was closed. Mr Pink felt that there was, regrettably nothing further to be done but would keep all correspondence on file.

b)
Waterlooville Town Centre Liveability Project: Stone features showing abstract designs in relief are to be erected near to the Hero’s Public House as the ‘Gateway To Waterlooville.’ The exact date of completion has yet to be confirmed.

c)
MUGA: This scheme has now been completed and the BMX cycle track is proving very popular

d)
Padnell Grange: Hampshire County Council has offered assurances that a full road assessment will be undertaken before any development takes place. However, at the moment, no definite plans have been approved.

e)
Padnell Road Surgery: The proposed redevelopment has been approved.

f)
1 Hart Plain Avenue: After significant alterations, a Planning Application has been approved.

g)
Causeway Junction: The phasing of the traffic lights is still causing problems.

h)
Lidl’s Loading Bay Light: With the adjustment of the angle of the light, this matter has now been resolved.

i)
Havant Thicket: Discussions about the proposed leisure area are on going.

j)
Cycling In The Waterlooville Precinct: Despite the presence of Police and Community Support Officers, this is a continuing problem.

Chairman’s Report

This was published in the March edition of the Ratepayer Magazine. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Foyle and seconded by Mr Chedzey.

Treasurer’s Report

Mr Chedzey reported that for 2008, there was an excess of income over expenditure amounting to almost £85.00. The cost of hiring premises for meetings appeared on paper to have decreased but this was due to the timing of the invoices. The Secretarial expenses had reduced from the previous year and Members subscriptions had increased by 18%. Contributions varied from between £1.00 to £10.00 and 18 contributions had been received in 2008 in comparison with 14 in 2007. Acceptance of the Treasurer’s Report was proposed by Mr Foyle and seconded by Mr Lynch. On behalf of the Members, Mr Pink expressed his thanks and appreciation to Mr Chedzey.

Ratepayer Magazine Accounts

Mr Lynch reported an excess of income over expenditure. He had recently sent approximately sixty letters inviting renewal to the existing advertisers. Although the printing costs appear to outweigh the advertising receipts, prepaid income, which cannot be shown on the balance sheet actually produces a credit balance.

From 2007/08, there is no longer a requirement for the Residents’ Association to submit a Corporate Tax return. The high insurance costs cover not only individuals who deliver the magazine but also any unintentional libel although names are always used with discretion in the Magazine. Acceptance of the Accounts was proposed by Mr Pink and seconded by Mrs Tallyn.

Ratepayer Magazine

My Lynch reported that 9,100 Magazines were printed each month and there was plenty of material for future issues. He said he would always appreciate receiving any feedback. On behalf of the Members, Mr Pink expressed his thanks to Mr Lynch, Mr Droney and Mrs Walker and remarked that Mr Lynch and Mr Droney now undertake work that at one time, was done by the printers. Mr Foyle also added his thanks.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE JANUARY GENERAL MEETING

Community Centre Facilities

With input from members, Mr Pink completed a questionnaire sent by Havant Borough Council.

MDA

Mr Pink reported that building would start near ASDA with access from Hambledon Road. The first phase will consist of 180 houses, 72 of which will be social housing, which will be built first. Construction will take place over small areas, which will be sold before further building takes place and it is possible the entire development may take some years to be completed.

Milton Road Liveability Scheme

Following a letter, Councillor Shimbart had telephoned Mr Pink. Some potholes have been filled and the entire length is due to be resurfaced. Councillor Shimbart is due to attend a meeting with Havant Borough Council to discuss the drainage problem.

The Mayor’s Coffee Morning

This is to be held on 8 April at 10.30 at the Civic Centre in Havant. Proceeds will be divided between the Rowans Hospice, Naomi House Children’s Hospice, Havant Women’s Aid and Diabetes UK.

Outsourcing Of HBC Administration Services

Following an article in Evening News regarding the potential outsourcing of administration services by Havant Borough Council to Capita, Mr Pink had written to the Council expressing concern. A letter received in reply stated that a final decision had not yet been reached and stressing that the Council is committed to high levels of service. If services are outsourced, offices will remain in Havant enabling easy access for the public.
Scottish Power.

Following Mr Moore’s evidence of cold calling, Mr Pink had written to Scottish Power. A reply had been received offering sincere apologies and stating that the complaint would be forwarded to the Compliance Manager for further investigation.
Passenger Transport Forum

Mr Pink had now received the minutes from the Workshop he attended on 26 November. A variety of subjects had been covered including the accessibility of the buses on the 37 and 38 routes. Further meetings are planned for the future.

Concessionary Bus Pass Charges

Following several incidents, Mr Pink was concerned that passengers with free bus passes were being given tickets which did not reflect their actual destination and he wondered how the Council was being charged by the Bus Company. He had written to the M.P. Michael Mates and received a reply indicating that funding was not made on a specific journey length but was based on a formulaic amount.
Any Other Business

a)
Mr Foyle commented that the Association was now in its 61st year and thanked Mr Pink for the amount of work he had done during the years of his membership. He also thanked all those present for their support. He remarked that if only a comparatively small number of people attended, this was possibly because the Association addressed many issues before they became major problems.

b)
Miss Doggett remarked that the Cowplain Activities Centre was poorly signed leading to difficulty in accessing the facilities.
c)
Mr Moore asked why white lines narrowed the newly widened road accessing the proposed area of the MDA. However, when the houses are built, the road will be opened to its intended width.

d)
Mr Field raised the issue of the accumulated rubbish in the stream near Rockville Drive, Waterlooville. Mr Pink undertook to contact Mark Pinwill, an Environmental Ranger employed by Havant Borough Council.

e)
Mr Foster spoke of the traffic problems caused by the phasing of the traffic lights at Cowplain. Mr Pink detailed previous correspondence and advised that he was still awaiting a reply from Hampshire County Council to his last letter. He undertook to send a letter to Councillor Briggs. Post Meeting Note: Mr Pink has now received a reply making this course of action unnecessary.

f)
Mr Griffiths expressed concern about the noise made by children playing on the pavement outside the ex Naval houses in Lovedean Lane. Mr Pink undertook to contact the Waterlooville North Community Board and will advise Mr Griffiths of the date of the next meeting.

g)
Mr Field expressed concern that following the opening of the Civic Amenity Tip sited to the rear of Brambles Business Park, Sunnymead Drive and Milton Road would become ‘rat runs’ used by the lorries. However, only buses will use the access road opposite Sunnymead Drive.

h) Miss Rozzell spoke of an article in the Evening News regarding the closure of recreation grounds in the area. The situation will be closely monitored.
