Minutes Of The General Meeting Held At W.A.C.A. on Thursday 13 January 2010 commencing 7.30pm.

Before opening the meeting, Mr Pink thanked Mr Griffith for his Christmas card to the Committee.

Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Lynch and seconded by Mrs Tallyn.

Post Meeting Note. An alteration of an item under Any Other Business was proposed and agreed by Mr Pink. In the paragraph concerning the Portsmouth Hospital Trust Constituency Meeting the second sentence should finish after ‘twice-yearly meeting’ and a further paragraph should be inserted reading, ‘Mr Tallyn wondered why the Trust couldn’t use Serving You the Havant Borough Council Publication. Some members present did not consider it to be appropriate for the Council to advertise the Trust. However, Mr Pink said he would contact Mr Mellor, the Company Secretary of Portsmouth Hospitals NHS Trust suggesting he contact Serving You to see if they could help.
Matters Arising From Minutes

a) A3 Bus Priority Corridor: The cycle lanes on the left hand side of the road in the direction of Lovedean Lane and in the area between Summerhill Road and Latchmore Forest Grove have now been completed.

Paint Spraying In Aston Road Industrial Unit: Mr Lemagnen of the Environmental Health Department had confirmed that when Planning permission had been granted for the units, no hours of usage had been specified. He was contactable in the event of excess noise outside normal working hours.

c) Recycling And Other Problems At The Rainbow Public House: In response to a letter from Mr Pink, the Police confirmed that a firework display was considered to be an uncontrolled event and no specific finishing time is enforced. However, noise from the disco, if unacceptable, should be reported to them. Mr Pink will advise Mrs Moyes of this information.

Sainsbury’s Development At The Caetaeno Site: The Planning Application has now been submitted.

Kempton Park Fencing: Mr Pink read the letter he had sent to Mr Skeet, the arborist for Havant Borough Council. Councillor Keast had contacted both Mr Pink and Mrs More and it appears that the situation is being reconsidered.

f) Problems Caused By Disabled Buggies: Mr Pink had written to Mr Hollingbery, the M.P. for Meon Valley requesting his help in regulating the use of these buggies.

g) Snow Clearance: Mr Pink had written to Mr Vince of Havant Borough Council thanking his teams for their efforts during the recent severe weather. Both Mr Field and Mrs Tallyn reported that they had used grit from bins in various locations but they had yet to be refilled.

h) Mr Lynch will be including an article on NHS drop in centres in the February or March edition of the Ratepayer Magazine.

i)  Portsmouth Hospital Trust Constituency Meetings: Once dates are known, Mr Lynch will publish them in the Ratepayer Magazine. Mr Pink will write to Mr Mellor, Company Secretary of the Portsmouth Hospitals NHS Trust to suggest using Serving You to better publicise the meetings.

Waterlooville South Community Board Meeting

Mr Pink summarised the minutes of the meeting held on 24th November. The Board is also closely monitoring the proposed Sainsbury’s Development and has responded to complaints regarding the meat van in the Friday market using a loudspeaker to draw attention to their goods. The Environmental Quality Ranger has served two fixed penalty notices and tyres are being dumped outside Kwik Fit. There has been a spate of ‘distraction’ burglaries and pick pocketing and purse thefts are still a problem at Waterlooville market.

Any Other Business

Mrs More questioned how the weight of lorries using residential roads was defined. Since the Tesco Express store in Tempest Avenue was destroyed by fire, lorries using the road have been much smaller.

Mr Moore commented on how well the refuse collections had been organized during the Christmas and New Year break compared with other parts of the country. Mr Pink undertook to write to Mr Vince of Havant Borough Council to express our thanks.

Mr Lynch will write an article on alternative voting for inclusion in a future Magazine.

Mr Foster confirmed that when shopkeepers or individuals clear snow, they would not be held liable should someone fall.

Mr Griffith drew attention to cars parked on pavements and grass verges by the ex Naval houses in Lovedean Lane. He also said there was frequently an excessive amount of litter on the pavement. Mr Pink undertook to write to Mr Vince.

Mr Crawley expressed concern as to possible sale of Forestry Commission Land. Mr Pink undertook to write to Mr Hollingbery the M.P. for Meon Valley as he supports the retention of land.

Mr Pink said he had been given a photo of people who used to work at Gales Brewery in Horndean and suggested that it could be included with an article in the Magazine.

Mr Foster said that he hoped the practice of ‘topple testing’ gravestones in the area has been abandoned. Mr Pink said that in Catherington cemetery, only a recommended company could erect stones.

There being no further business, the meeting concluded at 8.30pm.
