Minutes Of The General Meeting Held At W.A.C.A. on Thursday 13 October 2011 commencing 7.30pm.

Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mrs Rea and seconded by Mrs Wakefield.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) Paint Spraying And Noise In The Aston Road Industrial Units: Three houses affected by the nuisance had contacted Councillor Buckley but were unsure from his emailed reply if he intended to take any further action or was speaking of action already taken. When the units were built over thirty years ago, they were not intended for industrial use, and, as measures cannot be implemented retrospectively, it is difficult to prevent noise and odours. The residents affected are still keeping a log of all incidents.
b)

Sainsbury’s Development At The Caetaeno Site: The Application has been approved by the Planning Committee.
c) Grass Verges In Tempest Avenue: Mr Pink had written to Mr Briggs, the Leader of Havant Borough Council concerning the poor state of the verges but had received no reply.
d) Parking Outside The Ex Naval Houses In Lovedean Lane: Mr Griffiths reported that this was still an on-going problem. As neither the police nor the Borough Council feel the problem comes under their jurisdiction. Mr Pink undertook to contact Mr Dummer at Hampshire County Council to try to establish responsibility.

e) Bottle Bank, Mission Lane Car Park: The containers have been moved to a different position to try to prevent nuisance caused by youths.

f) Overhanging Vegetation In Stakes Hill Road And Broadlands Avenue: The vegetation has been cut back but will possibly need further attention.
Correspondence

The Planning Applications were circulated.

Dunsbury Hill Farm

There are proposals to use this site for employment including a hotel with conference facilities. Concerns have been expressed with regard to access to the site but Hampshire County Council has proposed a new link road to Hulbert Road, and a link road with bus-gate to Woolston Road. A Consultation Forum was held on 3rd October and a public exhibition will be held prior to any Planning Application being submitted.
Woodcroft Farm
Grainger PLC is proposing building on this land. Access is currently via Woodcroft Lane which terminates at the farm and concerns are being raised as to the impact on the road infrastructure.

Community Board Meeting

A meeting was held at the Acorn Centre on 28th September. Amongst the issues discussed were the proposal to build a new sports field near to South Downs College and the opening of a temporary pharmacy adjacent to the fire damaged surgery in Lavender Road. A planning application has been made for the former garage site at the junction of Milton Road and Eagle Avenue. It was originally understood that once development took place, money would become available to rectify the on-going drainage problems caused by the Liveability Project. However, it has been suggested that this option has now lapsed. A proposal has been made to use the Curzon Room site for small retail units with housing above.
Passenger Transport Forum

Bus services are being reduced throughout the County but the local area remains largely unaffected. Self-help kits have been made available to Parish Councils to enable them to set up Community Transport schemes.
West Of Waterlooville Forum

Mrs Rea had attended the meeting held on 13th September and gave a brief resume. The siting of the cemetery next to the hospice does not cause the hospice concern as long as hearses travel via an alternative route. Whilst the Council officers agree that a solution must be found, they indicated that it could possibly take two to three years to resolve. However, it appears that the recycling facility will be ready for use in October 2012.
Any Other Business

Mr Moore expressed concerns about the cycle path on Milton Road between Jubilee Road and the Marconi roundabout. The path changes from the east to the west side of the road but cyclists continue on the pavement. Mr Pink undertook to speak to Mr Dummer of Hampshire County Council for advice.

Mr Pink said there were vacancies for people to deliver The Ratepayer magazine and an article appealing for help will be in the December edition. As 2012 will be the 60th anniversary of the publication, Mr Pink was concerned that deliveries should not be restricted to a smaller area due to lack of volunteers.
On behalf of Mr Tallyn, Mr Pink reported that in the Waterlooville Precinct, between Poundland and the fountain, the paving slabs were in a very poor condition and a substance appeared to have been spilt upon them. Councillor Hunt is looking into the problem. Mr Moore reported that the paving slabs adjacent to Asda are now in a safe condition.
Miss Rozzell reported excessive littering in Lovedean Lane at its junction with Gladys Avenue and at the entrance to the woodland area. She had written to the Council who had cleared the woodland area but sadly, within a week it was littered again. She intended to write a further letter and Mr Pink asked her to keep the Committee advised of the results.
Mr Griffiths said the land immediately behind his house was being used as a store for building materials. In addition to this problem, leylandi trees on this land had grown to a height of approximately 40 foot. When he approached Havant Borough Council, he was told that he would have to pay to have the trees reduced. Councillor Hunt suggested that Mr Jamie Gargett, the Tree Warden at Havant Borough may be able to clarify the position. Mr Pink undertook to contact him.

There being no further business, the meeting concluded at 8.40 pm.
