Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Brown and seconded by Miss Rozzell.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) Paint Spraying And Noise In The Aston Road Industrial Units: Mr Pink read a letter dated 30th June from Havant Borough Council stating there was little they could add to their letter of October 2008. They can take action only if a statutory nuisance is likely to cause illness and the odours, measured at the boundary of the Unit, were within legal limits. Mr Lemagnen from the Environmental Health Department advised that the compressor had been relocated and appeared to think that the complainants were now satisfied. However, they reported that the situation was not resolved and they were keeping a log listing all problems.

b)

Sainsbury’s Development At The Caetaeno Site: The Application will come before the Planning Committee on 28th July.
c) Grass Verges In Tempest Avenue: The Council had also commented on this issue in their letter of 30th June. They stated that when a site visit was made on 24th June, the grass had been cut to an acceptable standard except for the verge between Cornelius Drive and Wincanton Drive, which being very wet could rarely be cut, even in summer. Mr Pink undertook to write a further letter to the Council.

d) Parking Outside The Ex Naval Houses In Lovedean Lane: Mr Pink had originally written to Mr Vince of Havant Borough Council but was referred to Hampshire County Council. They advised that if vehicles were parked on double yellow lines, this was a police matter. Mr Pink suggested Mr Griffiths contact the police and Councillor Shimbart was able to provide a direct phone number.

e) Grass Verges In Sunnymead Drive: Mrs and Mrs Taylor were concerned with the poor restoration of the verges following gas pipe renewal. Councillor Shimbart said that the contractors had twelve months to complete the reinstatement.

f) Bottle Bank, Mission Lane Car Park: The containers are now being emptied on a regular basis but there are ongoing problems with youths who deliberately remove and throw bottles around.

g) Overhanging Vegetation In Stakes Hill Road And Broadlands Avenue: Mr Pinwill, the Environmental Ranger has been contacted and is dealing with the problem.
Correspondence

The Planning Applications were circulated.

Community Board Meeting

At their meeting on 29th June, the cycleway through Waterlooville Precinct was discussed and Mr Pike, the Chairman of the Waterlooville And District Blind Association, expressed concern that visually impaired people could be at risk from cyclists. Councillor Shimbart confirmed that Blind Associations’ would be invited to join the reformed Community Forums. There are proposals for a Business Park and Hotel to be built at Dunsbury Hill Farm, adjacent to Junction 3 of the A3M. There have been problems with drug taking in the Springwood area of Stakes Hill and South Africa Lodge was discussed.

Any Other Business

Mr Pink said there were vacancies for people to deliver The Ratepayer magazine and Mr Lynch will put an article in the August edition.

Councillor Shimbart stressed that if people were experiencing problems, they should initially contact Havant Borough Council or their local councillor.

Mr Field was concerned about the number of cars parked in lay-bys on the access road to the A3M adjacent to the Tempest Avenue roundabout. Councillor Shimbart said this was a by-product of car sharing and there are no restrictions on the lay-bys.

Mrs Taylor said there were already reports of vandalism on the new Dukes Meadow estate. Mr Pink said that football pitches were to be built which will hopefully resolve the problems. Councillor Shimbart suggested that it might be helpful to invite Mr Mark Maitland the Community warden for Winchester City Council to a meeting to express concerns.

Mrs Rea reported that Mr Hollingbery was holding a surgery in Waterlooville on 16th July.
There being no further business, the meeting concluded at 8.35pm.
