Minutes Of The General Meeting Held At W.A.C.A. on Thursday 15 January 2009 commencing 7.30pm.

Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. With the correction in Any Other Business paragraph A of Weecock to Wecock, acceptance was proposed by Mr Lynch and seconded by Mr Moore.

Matters Arising From Minutes

a) Milton Road Liveability Project: There was still no progress on rectifying the poor road surface.

b) MUGA: There was nothing further to report until the next Waterlooville South Community Board meeting takes place towards the end of January.

c) MDA: There was nothing to report.
d) Padnell Grange: Mrs Rea had been advised that trees were felled after consultation with a private tree surgeon and vandalism in the area was an on going problem. However, the point was made that if all necessary investigations had been undertaken privately, why had Havant Borough Council still been able to invoke a Tree Preservation Order to include the entire area.
e) A3 Bus Priority Corridor: Mr Pink has now written twice to Mr Topps without receiving a response. Mr Moore reported the danger of both Co-op and Motorcycle shop lorries unloading in the road. Mr Pink undertook to write to the Chief Executive of Havant Borough Council to resolve these unanswered issues.

Cherry Tree Avenue And Associated Roads: Mr Pink had written to County Councillor Thornber and had received an acknowledgment. A fuller reply is awaited.
g)
Post Office Closures: Now that pension payments were to remain as at present, the prospect of extra closures had disappeared.

h)
34 Milton Road: A further letter was sent on 4 October to Ms Hopkins, the Managing Director of Havant Borough Council. She offered no further options to explore and said that the case was closed. Mr Pink felt that there was, regrettably nothing further to be done but would keep all correspondence on file.

Queens Inclosure: The matter has been satisfactorily resolved.

Padnell Road Surgery: The planning application has been approved.

k)
Proposed Hydro Carbon Exploration Well Site: Temporary permission has been given to drill an exploratory oil well. The proposed site is between Hulbert Road/A3(M) southbound and B & Q. Access will be via Hulbert Road.

l)
Havant Transport Forum: Mr Pink asked Members who used free bus passes to check if the destination printed on their tickets was their actual destination. It is unclear how funding is given to cover journeys and, once Mr Pink has fuller details, he will to pursue the matter further.

m) Footpath Between Longwood Avenue And Masefield Crescent: Unfortunately, Mr and Mrs Wilcox were unable to attend the Police Surgery meeting. However the Police have raised their profile in the area and the motorbike appears to have gone. There was a suggestion that offset barriers be erected at either end of the footpath, but Mr Rea pointed this that this would cause problems for pushchairs and the users of disabled buggies. Mr and Mrs Wilcox will attend the next Police surgery if circumstances warrant. 

n) Scottish Power. There had been no reply to Mr Pink’s letter and he undertook to contact the co-ordinator of the Police beat officers.

o) To raise funds for his chosen charities, the Mayor has organised a Tutored Wine Tasting, scheduled for 13 March and the Solent Male Voice Choir and Spinnaker Chorus will be singing on 7 March.

p) Via Mr Pink, Mr and Mrs Tallyn raised the problem of the Public and Disabled toilets near to Waitrose. Originally they had been closed due to water problems, but the electricity now appears to have been disconnected. Mr Tallyn has undertaken to speak to the manager of Waitrose to clarify the position.

Planning Application

42 Gladys Avenue. There has been a further application for semi-detached houses with the hearing scheduled for 4 February.

Correspondence

Mr Pink had received a letter from one of the volunteers who deliver the Rate Payer Magazine. He drew attention to the problem of business’s being run from private homes, particularly those that involve the parking of vans at and deliveries to unsuitable properties. Mr Pink undertook to write a letter to Bob Dawes, the Planning Enforcement Officer.

Any Other Business

Mr Lynch highlighted the matter of the Borough’s parking fees now that VAT has reduced. For every pound made, 2.5 pence is now unallocated money, unable to be used by either Central Government or the Council. He thought it would be appropriate for this money to be donated to charity and has emailed the Council for clarification.

Mr Jones would like more clarification from the Council as to what is done with the household, waste which is separated for recycling. Mr Pink undertook to write to the Council to obtain this information.

Mr Pink reported that during the first two weeks in June, Mr Foyle’s annual exhibition in Waterlooville library would cover the 65th anniversary of D. Day. An article will be included in the June edition of the Rate Payer Magazine.
