Minutes

The minutes of the last General Meeting were circulated and read. Acceptance was proposed by Mr Jones and seconded by Mr Tallyn.

Matters Arising From Minutes
a) The Curzon Rooms: Mr Pink had sent a letter of objection to the proposed scheme, which has now been withdrawn. The situation will continue to be monitored.
b)
Milton Road Liveability Project: Several of the larger potholes have been infilled but excess water still remains a cause for concern. There is apparently an ongoing dispute between the contractors and Mr Dummer of Havant Borough Council regarding the quality of some of the work. Mr Pink will write to Mr Dummer requesting further information.

c)
34 Milton Road: A reply to Mr Pink’s letter had been received from Colin Rowland, Head of Environmental Services at Havant Borough Council. He regretted any offence inadvertently given to Mr Moore by Mr Glass and said that any future correspondence would be more moderate in tone. After considerable discussion, it was concluded that unfortunately, there was no further action that the Residents’ Association could take on Mr Moore’s behalf.

d)
MUGA: Mr Tallyn reported that the drains had been extended from Wallis Road into Jubilee Park.

e)
Highfield Parade: It was believed that the proposal to make the access road on to Burnside and Meadway one-way only, has been withdrawn.

f)
Cherry Tree Avenue And Associated Roads: Mr Pink has arranged for a leaflet drop to be made in the area to ascertain what residents would like to see done.

g)
Misuse Of The Underpass Leading From Gallagher Retail Park/Chewing Gum in Waterlooville: Although several letters have been sent, no response has been received.

h)
Bus Services: Despite several letters being sent to Stagecoach, First Buses and Winchester City Council, no satisfactory reply has been received.

i)
Petersfield Rail Link: It has now been clarified that the PH6440 Service will accept Senior Citizen passes and Railcards. It can also be used without the necessity to buy a rail ticket although it does terminate only at Petersfield Railway Station. The bus has been seen to be travelling with very few passengers and Mr Lynch will prepare an article for the Magazine to provide wider publicity.

Cars With Faulty Headlights: A reply to Mr Pink’s letter has been received from the Police Community Reassurance Unit stating that this problem will be monitored throughout the year. It was noted that the prohibitive cost of replacing headlight bulbs might be a contributing factor to the problem.

Post Office Closures: It was confirmed that all 61 closures in Hampshire would now take place.

Correspondence

Letters had been received detailing events organized by the Mayor of Waterlooville. A Fashion Show had been arranged for 4 April, a Charity Youth Concert will take place on 29 February and an Easter Race Night is scheduled for 14 March.

b)
A letter has been received from the Chairman of the Governors of Cowplain School advising that it will become a Foundation School with effect from 8 February.

c)
A Music Festival is scheduled to take place in Waterlooville during 7 to 14 June. Traditionally, events have taken place by the fountain in the central precinct, but the Businessmen’s Association hope to schedule events in other locations throughout the town. Mr Lynch will prepare an article for the Magazine.

Mr Pink and Mrs Rea will attend a meeting, to be held on 29 January at Deverell Hall regarding the West Of Waterlooville Development plan.

Any Other Business

a)
Mrs Tallyn questioned why Denmead Bowling Club received publicity in the Magazine, as the Club was not within the Waterlooville area. It was suggested that an article be submitted giving publicity to the Waterlooville Bowling Club.

b)
Mr Jones advised that the article in the Magazine on Re-Action – Tools For Self Reliance had resulted in several donations of tools and a cheque from a Portsmouth resident. Archbishop Desmond Tutu is to speak about the Charity on the radio on 20 January

Mrs Rea had heard that a refuse collector’s strike over the Christmas and New Year period, had been narrowly averted.

Mr Lynch had been looking at the Havant Borough Council’s website and reported that there was an extremely short period allowed for feedback. He undertook to speak to the Communications Officer.

e)
Miss Rozzell had recently fallen on the paved area outside the shops in Cowplain. On reporting the incident to the Council, she was informed that part of this area was the responsibility of the landlords of the buildings.

Mr Pink reported that Age Concern were hosting a Forum on 4 February at Havant Civic Centre whose speaker is Cmdr. Eddie Grenfell, R.N. Rtd. who has been involved in the distribution of the Arctic Convoy Medals.
