FURTHER IMPROVEMENTS TO VILLAGE HALL
In January of this year a major refurbishment of The Deverell Hall, Purbrook was completed with the aid of grants from the Lottery Fund, Havant Borough Council and Hampshire County Council. The improvements to the Hall included a hearing loop for the main hall, dedicated toilet facilities for the disabled and much improved access. The kitchen has been enlarged and refitted and the toilets refurbished. 
 Now with the aid of a further grant from Hampshire County Council the Hall Trustees have installed a stair lift to give full disabled access to the upstairs meeting room, which can accommodate 20 to 30 people. The main hall is already well used by various local groups. However, the main hall is available on most weekends and daytimes during the school holidays. The upper meeting room, now with a stair lift, is available at almost any time.
